postage rates for first class mailings continues to rise. [For no good

reason.] So the issue of what to do about this arises once again.

Since | began the publication of the CHRONICLE, | have bore the
lions share of the expense, being reimbursed only a small amount
from time to time as the need arose. | bore the brunt of the cost as |
really wanted the club to have a publication they could be proud of,
that would pass on important information and hopefully would give
the members something to read during the month between meeting.
| wrote the issues as | would have wanted them if | were on the
receiving end. | personally love the hobby of stamp collecting and
love to talk about it, as well as to listen to others.

COST OF PRINTING-

When | began printing the CHRONICLE In May of 2007 the cost was
small and | could afford to bare burden of supplies to print and mail
out the CHRONICLE. The original format followed what Bob
Davidson was doing, 8.5 X 11 pages, one or two pages mailed in a
regular business size envelope. The average cost of ink, paper,
envelopes and postage only ran about $50.00 per month, which |
could assume each month.

During 2008, the cost rose by a factor of almost 3. By April and May
of 2008, the cost of only the ink was up to $60.00 per month. | have a
Brother printer which uses ink like it was water. We found dnk-
cridablebon Bernard Rd. in Chattanooga which then by using off
brand ink, dropped the price to about half. But like everything else,
the price began to rise, and by the end of 2008, | was back to the
same place | was in at the end of 2007.



In the middle of 2008 | began to place the CHRONICLE on the
internet by using the web site of the Southeastern Federation of
stamp clubs. [www.stampclubs.com] I chose this site, as we, the
club are a dues paying member. Because | only have dial-up phone
service it took about 2 hours to send the CHRONICLE by e-mail.
There is and are not any option for high speed internet service in my
area.

Now, | am aware that the idea of having the CHRONICLE on the
internet is beyond some of the members. | personally can not
understand why this would be, as working a computer to read the
digital version is easier than falling ofF alog in a hurricane.

If you want a printed version from the internet, all a person need to
do is click and print it.

At the present time, because | have only dial-up service and there is
no hi-speed internet available in this area, | place it on a CD and mail
it to the Southeast Federation web site owner, who then places it in
PDF format on the web site. This cost is about $7.50 per month. That
includes static free envelope, postage, and CD. This is a very small
cost as compared to the print version with cost some 15 times that
amount without the cost of postage.

REASONS TO GO ALL INTERNET-

1. The digital version can be sent to a hundred persons, or more,
where the print version is very limited to a small group.

2. There are a lot of people who are not club members that read this
newsletter each month. | hope we will obtain new members from
those who may find us on the internet.

3. This can be done for the same price as mentioned, of $7.50 a
month.

4. Contain three times as much information as the printed version.
5. The pictures and font are clearer than in the print version.

This would have to be an all out vote by the entire membership to do
this.

BIRTHDAY COVERS T by Jim Hogue

An interesting topical collecting pursuit occurred to me
while | was searching for date specific covers to add to my
Prexie collection. | began looking for covers that were
cancelled on my birth date, September 25, 1946. As | began
searching, primarily on Ebay, | soon discovered that a U.S.
stamp was issued on that date.

For one of the few times that the postal rate has been
lowered for a postal class, First Day Issue ceremonies were
held on Sept. 25, 1946 for Scott #C32. This five cent air mail
stamp was issued to support the rate change from six cents
to five cents for domestic air mail delivery.

My original plan was just to find a single cover cancelled on
my birthday. However, since First Day Covers are found
with many different Caches and in different franking
multiples, | have expanded my search to accumulate as
many different examples as possible. To date | have 6
different examples of this First Day Cover.

Besides the first day covers, It is still my goal to find a non
philatelic Cover and/or Prexie cover cancelled on my
birthday. Another possible goal would be to find one cover
of each year that was cancelled on my birthday. This would
mean finding 61 more covers, a monumental undertaking
which | am not sure | want to take. However | have found
that the search for items and building a collection over a
period time is what makes collecting enjoyable, so | just
might undertake this task.
